Israel’s left-wing

on May 30.
Several
Kuwaiti
lawmakers reportedly
said May 30 that Arafat
is still unwelcome in
the Gulf state.
Husseini’s body was
to be flown from Ku-
wait to Amman in a
helicopter belonging to
Jordan’s King
Abdullah. From there,
it was to be transferred
to the West Bank city
of Ramallah. Husseini
was to be buried in Je-
rusalemon June 1, next
to his father’s grave in
a cemetery near the
Temple Mount.
Palestinian Authority
President
Arafat, in Brussels at
the time of Husseini’s
death, said the Pales-
tinian people had lost
one of its great figures.
Arafat described
Husseini as a friend
who was by his side
through every phase of
life - though the two
